Apart from creating
a high-tech environment, he implemented the School Improvement
Programme (SIP) in all schools. The excellent annex and chapel which
we are enjoying now is one project under that programme. Last but
surely not least, he enhanced the education facilities for new immigrant
children, ensuring that none of them were deprived of their rights to
education.

So, what were his most memorable experiences in TST throughout these 5
years? “Actually, there are many,” Mr. Tong said without hesitation. In 2003,
Hong Kong was struck by SARS. That year happened also to be our school’s
25th anniversary year. “We had been working hard to find out how to protect
our students.” The year turned out to be a stressful year for all TST staff. Mr.
Tong was also in a dilemma to decide if the school should hold the Variety
Show as scheduled, since people had been looking forward to the events with
anticipation and around half of the student population took part in this show.
To ensure students” safety, Mr. Tong had to personally go round the premises
shouting at participants for not wearing their masks during rehearsals. By the
grace of God, no student had fallen ill and the Variety Show had proven to be
a huge triumph. “After the Show, it was heart-warming to see that the team
spirit of teachers, students and alumni had improved a lot. This has given our
school development a great boost since then,” Mr. Tong said.

Another event that was most significant was the SIP in our school. Mr. Tong
had to argue and bargain hard with the architects and contractors in an attempt
to get the best facilities for our school, including our covered volleyball court
which is unique in Hong Kong. We have our dear Principal to thank for the
state-of-the-art and comfortable facilities we are enjoying now.




Has Mr. Tong discerned any differences between the students now and 5 years

ago? He said there were not many differences, only the students in the past focused
more on academic matters and got slightly better exam results, but they did not
seem very happy. “They were just like some robots inputting data all day long,
and they were less capable of interacting with people. When the school bell rang,
they all left for home and probably studied.” Mr. Tong commented. Students now
engage in more extra-curricular activities and have a variety of experiences for
them to develop generic soft skills. They are more confident and happier than
before. Being a good time manager is what Mr. Tong expected from us. Keeping a
balanced time-table of work and play is a life time skill we must have.

You may wonder what lies ahead of Mr. Tong in his retirement. Contrary to the
common idea of a leisurely retired life, he would still have a great deal of voluntary
work to do! One of these is the continuation of the Prose-reading classes he has
been conducting for TST students for the past five years. In so doing, he would like
to share with us the most effective means in leaming English. Taking part in the
school’s celebration activities in October for the 30th Anniversary was the second
item on his agenda. During holidays, he will organize some exchange programs for
our students, just like those in the past. Mr. Tong will also perform different duties
including organizing the annual Peaceboat excursion for our students and going
to the Mainland to monitor the school construction of projects of the Candlelight
Foundation. Reading and playing the guitar aside, he is also looking forward to
going sailing in his spare time to enjoy the elements.

Asked for his last piece of advice to share with TST students, he asserted that we must not waste our precious time and potential
during our days in TST.
